Lytham Primary Care Centre officially opens

One of the main benefits will be that local residents
will not have to travel far to seek medical advice as
the facilities will allow some GPs to perform minor
procedures in the surgery that might otherwise have
meant a visit to hospital.

The new primary care centre, developed by
Primary Asset, is a distinctive three storey
building that will re-house the two existing GP
practices in Lytham, Holland House Surgery and
Fernbank Surgery.
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The centre will bring together a number of community
health services in the spacious and modern facility,
whilst providing a base for the school and district
nursing team. There will be a wide range of other
services onsite including: x-ray facilities, a MedicX
Pharmacy, a number of treatment rooms and a
health port to accommodate visiting mobile services,
such as MRI scanning and mammography.

Along with creating a more welcoming and
up-to-date environment the centre will significantly
improve patient access to both primary and
secondary care with outpatient services,
physiotherapy, occupational therapy, health
education, mental health services, family planning
and more being offered.

Vehicular access is off the main
entrance on Victoria Street.

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“When I first viewed the building | wanted to
bring into it a connection with the natural world
outside. Images of Lytham’s distinctive features
and its place within the Ribble estuary were
what came to mind. | wanted the artwork to
contribute towards creating an environment that
was at once ordered, calm and restful but which
was also uplifting. Using the surrounding area as
inspiration, | wanted to create images that would
allow people to reflect and engage with a sense
of pride and pleasure in their own environment.
Artwork that would also connect people to an
awareness of nature and our place within it.

“l was struck by how the light flowed in from

the central atrium above. The tall vertical walls
either side of the lifts seemed like a perfect
setting for artwork, with the light streaming onto
them from above. This felt to me like the heart of
the building and as such, needed artwork that
would connect with the modern feeling of the
building but also with it’s purpose - to promote
health and well being and be a warm and

human place. Kiln formed glass was the perfect
medium to achieve this result. It embodies
qualities that seem contradictory; it can appear
fragile and durable simultaneously and holds
within it’s changing surface echoes of shifting
light on water and the ever changing estuary
landscape outside.

“Working with a local architectural glass
company, Daedalian, based at Poulton-le-Fylde,

I’m now producing a series of pebble shapes
that will flow up the two central walls. Images of
nature are embedded within the glass pieces,
which are also hand painted and sandblasted.

“In addition to the glass artwork there are

a number of printed canvases, almost 70 of
them, which | am creating using a mixture of
photography, line drawing, mixed media and
digital technology. These will be placed within
the centre, on all floors, and will continue the
theme of connection to the local environment.”
